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Creating the Ocean

The ocean can be created by combining the CLOUDS and BAS RELIEF filters.

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2 Select the RECTANGULAR MARQUEE
TOOL and drag a frame around the
bottom half of the sky.
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o 3 Display the FILTER menu, highlight
g RENDER and select CLOUDS to fill
ke the selection with clouds.
